ABOUT THE PERFORMERS

ERICA SCHILLER is a freelance flutist in the Greater Boston area. She completed
her Master of Music degree in flute performance at the University of Arizona, where
she held an assistantship with the inaugural Arizona Graduate Wind Quintet. With
the quintet, Erica performed at an international festival in Mexico and competed in
the national finals for the Coleman and MTNA chamber music competitions. While
completing her Bachelor of Music degree at Michigan State University, Erica had
the opportunity to study chamber music in Vienna, Austria and later tour Austria
with the MSU Symphony Orchestra. Her teachers have included: Richard Sherman,
Dr. Brian Luce, Ervin Monroe and Johanna Beth Sennett.

NANCY NICHOLSON, pianist, has appeared as piano soloist regionally, nationally,
and abroad at Royal Festival Hall’s Purcell Room in London, and at the Salle Cortot
and Schola Cantorum in Paris.
